The meeting began at 2:30 pm, and was held via a conference call.  Peter Peyton and Carol Lambos reiterated the team’s overall mission. 
· Develop meaningful information on the agreed upon topics.
· Educate the council members.        
· Educate other stakeholders and policy makers. 
A discussion of strategies ensued and it was agreed that a goal of the Team is to prepare educational deliverables that would assist in effectively communicating MTS and freight movement issues during the next transportation bill process. 
Tom Wakeman provided the group with a draft environmental paper, entitled “Green Paradigm Shift.”  This paper emphasizes a conceptual shift within the port community, from one of addressing environmental issues to one of an environmental performance-based framework for projects.  Curtis Whalen advised the group that the EPA has released a port tool that measures emissions input.  He also noted that both the EPA and other NGOs (non-government organizations) view the supply chain as one system and that external factors must be addressed before changes can be made at individual ports.

Peter Peyton provided the team with a draft paper on a three-pronged effort to address the following issues at our ports:  efficient freight mobility, environmental safeguards, and job creation.  The group decided that the Intermodal Team was adequately covering efficient freight mobility, so that the Education Team should focus on job creation, environmental issues, and future trends.
Carol Lambos agreed to draft an action plan for the Team which will summarizes the team’s assignments and identify potential deliverables.  
MARAD’s Director of Congressional Affairs was invited to address the Team and discussed various approaches to getting the team’s message out to senior officials on Capitol Hill, including an educational forum for Congressional Staffers.
